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PRIDDY FOLK FESTIVAL 2010       

Friday 9th July to Sunday 11th July 2010 

Craft and Trade Information
Priddy Folk Festival is held on and around Priddy Village Green.  A full programme of musical and other events will be held throughout the weekend.  We expect about 3000 people to attend, with free access to the trading areas.

Last year we hoped that we would be relocating the traders onto the edge of the Green; unfortunately the expected ground work has not happened so this plan will not be possible. However you gave us a lot of feedback last year that we had too many duplicated traders. This year we are reducing the number of traders overall and focusing on improving the mix. As a result of this, we are increasing our charges slightly – this will be the first price increase in five years and we believe keeps us cheaper than similar sized festivals.

We are also changing the categorisation of stall holders
1. Traders (in the traders field)

· Sales of non food merchandise

· £50 per metre of stall frontage

2. Traders (on the Green)

· Sales of non food merchandise – very very very limited availability

· Price by negotiation

3. Fairtrade Traders

· Sales of non food merchandise – ALL products must be 100% fair-trade certified

· £45 per meter of stall frontage

4. Craft Traders

· Sales of non food merchandise – ALL products must be made by the stall holder

· £30 per metre of stall frontage

5. Craft demonstrations with some sales

· Demonstrators of crafts – ongoing demonstration of crafts with some opportunities for creating sales leads and/or small scale selling opportunities

· £10 per metre of stall frontage

6. Craft demonstrations

· Demonstrators of crafts – ongoing demonstration of crafts – No selling

· Free pitch

Other information

1. As last year we are offering heavily discounted festival weekend tickets for traders. The standard price is £52 I can arrange for you to purchase at £22 per person. This special price is limited to two per trader. If you are interested please fill in appropriate part of form and include amount in your cheque.
2. We will, as usual, have large bright banners at the entrance to the field, making the Craft and Traders area very visible and stressing that entry is free. 
3. Traders will be able to set up from 5.00pm to 8.00pm on Thursday, 10.00am to 5.00pm on Friday and 8.00am to 9.00am on Saturday. For safety reasons, arrivals outside these times cannot be permitted.
4.  Vehicles not being used must be removed to the adjacent dedicated parking area immediately.  Traders will be able to camp behind their pitches if they have given prior notice on the booking form. 
5. On arrival, please report to the Craft and Traders Office, where you will be directed to your pitch. Driving onto the field is at your own risk and we do not guarantee that a tractor will be on site to assist. No mains electricity will be available.  You may use your own generator if it is quiet and will not disturb the nearby performances.  

6. We regret that DOGS ARE NOT ALLOWED ON THE FESTIVAL SITE OR THE CAMPING FIELD
7. Any stall holder who applies under one of our trading categories and, in our opinion, sets up and trades under an alternative category will be asked to either pay the difference, or leave the festival with no refund available.
